QRZ was founded in 1992 as a spinoff of what was 

once called the "Callsign Project", a cooperative 

effort designed to obtain and distribute FCC data-

base tapes.  

 

The "project" part of the callsign project consisted 

of obtaining the FCC data tapes and then making 

copies of it for distribution to other interested parties. Shortly thereafter Fred de-

cided on using the ham radio shorthand term QRZ as a name for the new prod-

uct. It was short, catchy, and 100 percent ham radio! 

 

Fred, a software engineer by profession, started to work on the second edition 

and a new Windows callsign program and when the World Wide Web was born, 

QRZ went online with web based callsign lookup server. QRZ holds the distinc-

tion of being one of the first 5,000 websites in existence (there are many millions 

today). 

 

Today, 25 editions and over 250,000 copies of the QRZ Ham Radio CDROM 

have been sold worldwide and it has earned the title of the #1 bestselling amateur 

radio software product of all time. The QRZ CDROM has been used on all 7 

continents (yes, including Antarctica) and has been carried on the Space Shuttle, 

the MIR space station, and is in use today aboard the International Space Station. 

 

QRZ remains a small business that is run by 

Fred and he operates it from a spare room in 

his home. Fred is extremely grateful for the 

support of the many friends that he has made 

on the internet and looks forward to making 

many more in the future.
